1) Revoking all restrictive measures of discriminatory nature as regards the visits of Jadranka Šešelj, which have been imposed by the Hague Tribunal Prosecution due to the false suspicions. 

2) Registration of the defence counsel to Dr Vojislav Šešelj and normalization of the conditions for the preparations of the defence. 

3) Delivery of the Court and Prosecution documents exclusively on paper and in Serbian language. 

4) Mr. Hooper and Mr. O'Shea must be removed from the case of Dr Vojislav Šešelj, and the Decision on appointing a stand-by counsel recalled, for it is based neither on the Statute nor on the Rules on procedures and evidence.
